	Phase 1
Letters and Sounds
Phase One of Letters and Sounds concentrates on developing children's speaking and listening skills and lays the foundations for the phonic work which starts in Phase 2. The emphasis during Phase 1 is to get children attuned to the sounds around them and ready to begin developing oral blending and segmenting skills. They will follow 7 aspects.
	Aspect 1: General sound discrimination – environmental sounds 
Aspect 2: General sound discrimination – instrumental sounds 
Aspect 3: General sound discrimination – body percussion Aspect 4: Rhythm and rhyme Aspect 5: Alliteration 
Aspect 6: Voice sounds 
Aspect 7: Oral blending and segmenting


	Notice some print, such as the first letter of their name, a bus or door number, or a familiar logo.
Enjoy songs and rhymes, tuning in and paying attention. 
Join in with songs and rhymes, copying sounds, rhythms, tunes and tempo. 
Say some of the words in songs and rhymes.
Enjoy sharing books with an adult. 
Pay attention and respond to the pictures or the words. 
Have favourite books and seek them out, to share with an adult, with another child, or to look at alone. 
Repeat words and phrases from familiar stories. 
Ask questions about the book. Makes comments and shares their own ideas. 
	Develop their phonological awareness, so that they can: 
• spot and suggest rhymes 
• count or clap syllables in a word • recognise words with the same initial sound, such as money and mother 
Use some of their print and letter knowledge in their early writing. For example: writing a pretend shopping list that starts at the top of the page; writing ‘m’ for mummy.
Write some letters accurately
	To recognise and say some sounds for individual letters of the alphabet.
Sound and blend simple regular CVC words eg cat, dog
Spell some simple regular cvc words eg cat, dog

	Phase 2 - 4
	Skilled word reading involves both the speedy working out of the pronunciation of unfamiliar printed words (decoding) and the speedy recognition of familiar printed words. Writing involves transcription (spelling and handwriting) and composition (articulating ideas and structuring them in speech, before writing).
	Read individual letters by saying the sounds for them.
Blend sounds into words, so that they can read short words made up of known letter– sound correspondences.
Read some letter groups that each represent one sound and say sounds for them.
Read a few common exception words matched to the school’s phonic programme.
Read simple phrases and sentences made up of words with known letter–sound correspondences and, where necessary, a few exception words.
Re-read these books to build up their confidence in word reading, their fluency and their understanding and enjoyment.
Form lower-case and capital letters correctly
Spell words by identifying the sounds and then writing the sound with letter/s.
Write short sentences with words with known sound-letter correspondences using a capital letter and full stop.
	Say a sound for each letter in the alphabet and at least 10 digraphs; - Read words consistent with their phonic knowledge by sound-blending; - Read aloud simple sentences and books that are consistent with their phonic knowledge, including some common exception words.
Write recognisable letters, most of which are correctly formed; - Spell words by identifying sounds in them and representing the sounds with a letter or letters; - Write simple phrases and sentences that can be read by others.
	To blend sounds in unfamiliar words using the GPCs that they have been taught. 
To respond speedily, giving the correct sound to graphemes (letters or groups of letters) for all of the 40+ phonemes. 
To read common exception words, noting unusual correspondences between spelling and sound and where these occur in words. 
To read words containing taught GPCs. 
To read words containing -s, -es, -ing, -ed and -est endings. 
To read words with contractions (for example, I’m, I’ll, we’ll). 
To read texts that are consistent with their developing phonic knowledge accurately that do not require them to use other strategies to work out words. 
To re-read texts to build up fluency and confidence in word reading.

	Phase 4 - 5
	· sound and blend unfamiliar printed words quickly and accurately using the phonic knowledge and skills that they have already learnt
· continue to learn new grapheme-phoneme correspondences (GPCs) and revise and consolidate those learnt earlier.
· understanding that the letter(s) on the page represent the sounds in spoken words should underpin pupils’ reading and spelling of all words. This includes common words containing unusual GPCs.
reading books consistent with their developing phonic knowledge and skill and their knowledge of common exception words.
	Say a sound for each letter in the alphabet and at least 10 digraphs; - Read words consistent with their phonic knowledge by sound-blending; - Read aloud simple sentences and books that are consistent with their phonic knowledge, including some common exception words.
Write recognisable letters, most of which are correctly formed; - Spell words by identifying sounds in them and representing the sounds with a letter or letters; - Write simple phrases and sentences that can be read by others.
	· apply phonic knowledge and skills as the route to decode words 
· respond speedily with the correct sound to graphemes (letters or groups of letters) for all 40+ phonemes, including, where applicable, alternative sounds for graphemes 
· read accurately by blending sounds in unfamiliar words containing GPCs that have been taught 
· read common exception words, noting unusual correspondences between spelling and sound and where these occur in the word 
· read words containing taught GPCs and –s, –es, –ing, –ed, –er and –est endings 
· read other words of more than one syllable that contain taught GPCs
· read aloud accurately books that are consistent with their developing phonic knowledge and that do not require them to use other strategies to work out words

· words containing each of the 40+ phonemes already taught 
common exception words
	To read texts that are more complex and beyond their chronological age. 
To read other words of more than one syllable that contain taught GPCs. 
To read unfamiliar words by applying their knowledge of alternative graphemes for phonemes.
