	‘Reading enjoyment has been reported as more important for children’s educational success than their family’s socio-economic status’ (OECD, 2002). 

At Asterdale we believe that reading is the fundamental building block that underpins all other aspects of learning.

Our aim is for every child to become a fluent reader who can read with accuracy, automaticity and prosody so that they can reach age -related expectations making accelerated progress from their starting point. As well as this, we want children to develop a love for reading and read for pleasure on a regular basis.
We firmly believe that reading allows pupils the chance to develop culturally, emotionally, spiritually and socially. Through reading a wide variety of texts, through our literacy spine, pupils acquire new knowledge and build on what they already know.
By the end of KS1, children will be fluent at decoding, and by the age of 11, we aim for children to be able to:
 
•   read with confidence, fluency and good    understanding, drawing upon a range of independent strategies to self-monitor and correct;
•    have an interest in a wide range of reading materials and read spontaneously for enjoyment and pleasure;
•     read confidently to acquire information;
•     acquire a wide vocabulary, an understanding of    grammar and knowledge of linguistic conventions for reading;
· develop in pupils a love of books that will not only support their learning across the curriculum, but also will enrich their lives
· show high levels of achievement and exhibit positive attitudes towards reading;
· participate in the teaching of phonics knowledge, skills and understanding in a systematic and enjoyable way;
· read easily and fluently with good understanding across both fiction, non-fiction and poetry;
· acquire a wider vocabulary including Tier 2 and Tier 3 words;
· develop their reading in all subjects to support their acquisition of knowledge;
· through their reading, develop culturally, emotionally, intellectually, socially and spiritually;
· develop good comprehension drawing from their linguistic knowledge
· To value and use books as a basis for learning, pleasure, talk and play
· To value and celebrate diversity in culture and language.
By working collaboratively with families, we aim to raise children’s aspirations and prepare them for the future by providing them with the skills they require to be successful.
	We follow the national curriculum (2014) to ensure the progressive development of word reading, fluency and comprehension so that children can read accurately with sound comprehension skills that enables them to make links to learning.

Children are helped to read fluently with the systematic teaching of phonics in the Foundation Stage and Key Stage One where the progression in ‘Little Wandle’ is used as a basis for planning. Little Wandle is designed to assist teachers in the teaching of speaking and listening skills so that, by the end of Key Stage 1, children have developed fluent word reading skills and have a good foundation in spelling and writing.

Phonic sessions take place daily along with a reading practice session three times a week. 

Children are assessed at the end of each phase before progressing to the next. This way, gaps can be identified and targeted through daily-keep up interventions.

Children in Year 2 to Year 6 access a daily shared reading lesson through our ‘Comprehension Crushers’ scheme. Children are exposed to a range of whole extracts where they will be exposed to the essential components of reading: phonemic awareness, phonics, vocabulary, fluency and comprehension. 

Reading skills are developed through:

· Shared reading
· Whole class reading
· Reading buddies
· Performance reading
· Individual reading
· Independent reading at home and at school

All pupils are encouraged to read a range of texts (fiction and non-fiction) both at school and at home through our Big Cat Collins reading scheme to help develop a greater understanding of themselves and the world around them. In turn, this will broaden their knowledge, enrich their vocabulary, encourage them to question and instill a love of reading and a thirst for knowledge.

Asterdale provide a variety of enrichment activities throughout the year to instill a love of reading, including:

· Theatre trips
· Author visits
· Performance storytellers
· World book week activities
· Reading breakfasts
· Quality texts that children may keep
· School library
· Opportunities	to	read	to	others	in	the community
· Performance reading with an audience
· Reading in the wider curriculum
· Reading ambassadors

	The impact of reading success in our school is measured through the following:

· All children will be fluent readers and reach age-related expectations, with the aspiration to exceed them, by the time they leave Asterdale Primary School.

· Children will read with accuracy, automaticity and prosody 

· Pupils will enjoy reading across a range of genres and have a love of books.
· Pupils will recommend books to their peers and participate in discussions about books with interest.
· Pupils will have enhanced their knowledge and wider understanding of all subjects across the curriculum.
· Pupils of all abilities will succeed in all reading lessons
· Pupils will use a range of strategies for decoding words; not solely relying on phonics.
· Pupils will have a good knowledge of a range of authors.
· Pupils will be ready to read in any subject in their forthcoming secondary education.
· Parents and carers will have a good understanding of how they can support reading at home and contribute regularly to home-school records
· Use of questionnaires and pupil voice

Teachers will use formative and summative assessments to measure progress.

Statutory assessment will be used in:

· Year 1(Phonics Screening Check)
· Year 2(End of KS1 SATs)
· Year 6 (end of KS2 SATs)
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
