· Frequent checking of understanding

	High quality questioning
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(to check for meaning and to deepen understanding)

· High quality questioning 
· Focus on bottom 20%
· Adapt questioning
· Question to their adapted WALT   
· Ask children for feedback during the lesson – how are they finding the challenge of the lesson
· Ask what questions do you have rather than do you have any questions 
· Answer questions on whiteboards – all pupils are involved – hold up at the same time 
· Manage thinking time for answering questions – count to 5
· Peer talk / TA talk before answering questions – rehearse 
· Use tell me more…

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(new material in small steps)
